WELCOME TO MASS, especially visitors and students returning for
the new term.

2024—thank you for the support you gave to your parish and its
priest last year, and especially for your generosity at Christmas.
Perhaps the single greatest project completed was the new heating
at St Peter’s. But we also identified serious financial issues at St
Peter’s and serious building issues at Our Lady’s, and began to ad-
dress both.

It is in 2025 that we shall see proper developments in both. Work is
planned to begin on Our Lady’s roof and there is much else that
needs to be considered in its buildings, funds allowing. At St Peter’s
the future use of hall and presbytery must be decided if we are
ever to be financially secure: we await professional help. To be
clear, at some point we shall have to decide if the hall and the pres-
bytery should be redeveloped or refurbished or sold to generate
income and realise funds that can be carefully husbanded for the
future. Our forebears built St Peter’s in 1864: we must be able to
pass it on to those who come after us. There will be much for us all
to help decide. May this Holy Year encourage us all in faithful disci-
pleship. God bless us all, Fr Stephen
