WELCOME TO MASS, especially any visitors joining us to worship,
today as we make our journey through Lent, seeking God’s love and
mercy, full of hope.

Time has always been slightly mysterious. Science shows that it can
move at different speeds according to how fast observers are travel-
ling: certainty we feel it dragging when we’re bored and flashing by
when we’re having fun. Yet we cannot travel in it other than a minute
forward, every minute. God, however, is not bounded by time—in
the beginning, is now and ever shall be. Today, in calling Moses, God
reveals that He IS the God of Abraham and Isaac and Jacob, men long
dead who experience Him still. So in the Gospel, the vine dresser asks
the vineyard owner to give the vine one more year—to give it time.
Time is God’s gift to us in which we come to know Him and may be
moved to repentance by His love and mercy. He gives us time in
which we may have a ‘second chance’: let us use it wisely.

God bless us all this hopeful spring that is Lent Fr Stephen

PARISH BUILDINGS: There was a very encouraging response to last
week’s news about the buildings from many parishioners in both par-
ishes. Asking “What can we do?’ is the first vital step in securing the
future of both parishes and their buildings. Thank you for your desire
to make things work in a new and sustainable way. At St Peter’s: a
full exploration of the sale of the presbytery, perhaps creating two or
three houses, one of which might be the presbytery, is to be done at
the Pastoral Council’s wish. We can then see how much money would
be made and budget for work on a hall, thus discovering what we
might create for that. At Our Lady’s: The scale of the roof work
means that nothing can happen quickly anyway. That time needs to
be used to organise fundraising and to make the case for the viability
of Our Lady’s for the future. Again, thank you!
